On Saturday 3rd January, a RECORD number of 1,653 swimmers (up from 1,450 last 
year) completed the first of the ‘big three open water swims’ when the Point Lonsdale 
Surf Life Saving Club conducted the 21st DUCHAMP Pt Lonsdale Rip View Swim 
Classic.
