Yesterday 1 210 swimmers participated in the first of the ‘big three open water 
swims’ when the Point Lonsdale Surf Life Saving Club conducted the Penfold 
Holden Rip View Swim Classic 2003. 

The race was held in near perfect conditions and the field were cheered on by 
an estimated 6 000 spectators who enjoyed the carnival like atmosphere at the 
finish, at the Point Lonsdale Front Beach. 

Race organisers were very pleased with how the day went. Event Director Mr. 

“We have had so many 
swimmers come up and tell us how much they enjoyed this years event. From a 
Club perspective we are pleased that the day ran smoothly and that there were 
no major incidents.
